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Creating story illustrations 
Create new story illustrations to suit your content. Illustrations can be combined with iconography to 
support visual story telling, break up heavy content and create a focus point. Illustrations should be  
made up primarily of the brand colours, with �exibility to create new tones where context is needed.

ABS Graphic Design hold a library of icons and illustrations that have been developed for previous 
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander projects. These cover many of the topics frequently used by 
the ABS.

•  Use an imperfect circle as a base, layered with iconography from the artwork as a tint or shade.

•  Find or create illustration elements that are simple, friendly and have character. Examples provided.

•  This may mean a traditional symmetrical shape will need to be redrawn so that it isn’t perfect.

•  Colours outside of the brand can be introduced in small amounts here. 

Final step is the layer together. Sometimes it is nice to:

•   Have the pattern on the circle protrude slightly

•  Use the circle to hold the shape of the character as seen in our doctor icon

•  Use an outline to emphasis a shape
